PURPOSE OF THE POSITION

This role has responsibility for the care of the Marine Invertebrate Zoology collection for the WA Museum. This involves the following: promoting the Museum's science, undertaking research, as well as attracting external funds for research activities, including contributing to public exhibitions aimed at promoting learning and understanding of marine, freshwater and terrestrial environments, and the development of collaborations with academic institutions and allied government departments. 
The position is expected to promote electronic delivery of information about the environment and systematics of taxon groups of Western Australian marine invertebrates.




STATEMENT OF DUTIES
Collections Development and Management:
· Implement collecting policy and ensure management, security, preservation, documentation, and accessibility of Marine Invertebrate collections.
· Develop, maintain and enhance collections in accordance with policies.
· Undertake fieldwork to collect specimens for the collection and related research.

· Takes images, x-rays and scanning electron micrographs as required.


Research and Education:
· Contribute to Department research and strategic advice on research and collection policy.
· Conducts original research using contemporary taxonomic and descriptive tools such as genotyping and 3D imaging on projects approved by the Head of Department and disseminates the results and information in various media to a variety of audiences while ensuring results contribute to Australia’s natural history databases.
· Provide research and relevant information for the development and delivery of a range of public programs including education programs, website, social media and public enquiries.
· Pursue activities to translate research results into changes in public administration, policies and education.
· Co-supervision of Honours students and Post-graduates at local Universities.
· Attract funding for research, collection and public engagement activities.
· Supervision of Work Experience placements.
· Maintain awareness of current literature and developments in field of expertise. Maintain, and build new, collaborations with relevant state, national and international agencies and government organisations.

Public Programs and Stakeholder Engagement:
· Provide material and information for exhibitions and play a significant role in their development.
· Work as a part of a multidisciplinary team to develop thematic concepts and exhibition ideas.
· Provide input into the Museum’s public and formal education programs.
· Communicate results of work to the wider community by way of talks, seminars, lectures etc.
· Answer public enquiries and participate in special public events.
· Provide advice to visiting Scientists regarding Collections and fieldwork.
· Assist with supervision of volunteers, honorary associates and less experienced staff.
· Other duties as required with respect to the scope of the position.
