The Unit operates various aircraft to provide specialist services to Frontline officers, search and rescue services, crime, traffic operational and support, and emergency management services.

Internal contacts of this position include the Officer in Charge (OIC), Aviation Manager, Aviation Safety and Quality Manager, Chief Pilot (Rotary Wing), Check & Training pilot, Operations Manager, Chief Tactical Flight Officers and WA Police personnel throughout the State.  
External contacts of this position include the Civil Aviation Safety Authority (CASA), Air Services Officers, refuelling agents and other pilots and Emergency Services personnel.

Decision making role

During flight operations involving the police rotary wing aircraft, the pilot is completely autonomous with respect to the safety of the aircraft and crew, irrespective of the rank of any passengers.  

This position reports directly to the Chief Pilot Rotary for functional flying matters and to the OIC for all other matters.
